Bylaws Amendment Proposal (to be voted on at April9 ™ Meeting

The Executive Board of CMTA proposes the following Amendment to our Bylaws (in bold, red,
italic font) effective upon acceptance by the general membership at our April 9, 2010 meeting.
Article VIII, Section 2B:

To be eligible for nomination for the office of President the member must have served on the
CMTA Executive Board for a minimum of two out of the previous four years. In the event all
members meeting this criteria decline the nomination of President, the nominations
committee, president or executive board may approve the appointment of a
member for this office.
